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GRAIN DELIVERY POLICIES  
 
DISPOSITION 
The scale operator will require accurate information regarding owner’s name or names if split.  No changes will  
be made to scale ticket names or splits after delivery is made.  All grain delivered will be applied to an existing 
contract or will be priced at the closing bid on the day of delivery.  Contract overrun bushels will be priced at the 
closing bid on the day of delivery.

PRICE LATER CONTRACT 
Poet Biorefining – Jewell will offer Price Later Contracts for delivery at harvest 2012 depending on space  
availability.  Arrangements must be made prior to delivery. 
Price Later Contract fees are as follows: 
3 cents per bushel minimum, plus 3 cents per month applied on the 1st day of each month thereafter. 
Corn applied to a Price Later Contract must be sold by August 30, 2013 and will be priced using the spot(nearby)  
bid at Poet Biorefining – Jewell. Price Later Contract fees are subject to change without notice. 
 
CORN RECEIVING FACILITIES 
The scale house has 2 scales, one on each side of the building.  The East scale is for incoming loads and all loads will 
be probed for grading on the east side.  Continuing on to the Grains Building, there are 2 pits in which to dump corn.  
The scale operator will determine which pit to dump into.  Dump yourself and please sweep corn into the pit.  Once 
empty, continue around the Grains Building and onto the scale on the west side of the scale house.  Your scale ticket 
will be printed and sent out through a drawer to you in your truck. 
 
DELIVERY EQUIPMENT 
Poet Biorefining – Jewell has the ability to accept corn by semi and tractor & wagon.  Deliveries made with a tractor 
with dual tires may have to be weighed with the wagons only on the scale.  
 
SETTLEMENTS AND PAYMENT 
Upon completion of contracts, checks will be issued within 2 business days following the last load delivered, unless 
other arrangements are made.  Poet Biorefining - Jewell will defer payment on a settlement to a future month if 
arrangements are made prior to delivery of the last load.
